From Pastor Mellum and Carol Astrup

During the warmth of the summer months one of our members, Carol Astrup,
shared the following story with me. Carol came across it as she was sorting some
items in her home. I asked if I could reprint it for our congregation in December.
The author is unknown. Nonetheless, the story is a gift.

Now, this is about a modern man — one of us. He was not a Scrooge. He was a kind,
decent, mostly good man, generous to his family and in his dealings with others. But he
just did not believe in all that incarnation stuff which the churches proclaim at
Christmas time. It just did not make sense and he was too honest to pretend otherwise.
He just could not swallow the Jesus story, about God coming to earth as a man. He told
his wife, “I am truly sorry to distress you, but I am not going to church with you this
Christmas Eve.” He said that he would feel like a hypocrite — that he would much rather
stay home, but that he would wait up for them. So he stayed home while his family went
to the midnight service.

Shortly after the family drove away in the car, snow began to fall and he went to the
window to watch the flurries getting heavier and heavier and then he went back to his
fireside chair and began to read the newspaper. Minutes later he was startled by a

When I think back to all the
wonderful gifts I have received in
my life, I realize that the list is pretty
long. Iremember getting my first BB
gun, my first RC-car, the beautiful
cuff-links I received from Suzie on
our wedding day, and so many
others. Gifts are a wonderful part of
our lives. e give them and we
receive them, and both of these acts
bring us joy.

As the time of Christmas approaches
we once again consider giving and
receiving gifts. Our children ask us
for the latest and greatest games,
toys, and “just gotta have it” items.
We ask our spouses for those things
that we want, but wouldn’t
necessarily buy for ourselves—like a
new pair of hunting boots or a new
bathrobe and pajamas.

But what we consider to be the
greatest gift of all is not one of these
presents, but rather the real presence
of Jesus in our lives. The gift of
God’s son is one that few of us ever
really hoped for, but one that we are
all blessed to receive. Imagine God
giving his one and only son, to you
and to me so that we may know
God’s love for each of us.

Jesus’ entrance into the world was
not one of shiny paper or of over-the
-top grandeur. Instead, God
packaged his tremendous gift for us
in the body of a baby, born in a
stable, presented to us not in a shiny
box with colorful ribbons, but in the
greying hay of a manger. This gift of
God’s presence, Jesus of Nazareth,
came to us to reveal to us each day
what it means to be loved by God.
And of course, we know the rest of
the story, we know of his
persecution, his death on the cross,
and how his life and death continue
to be gifts to us today.

As we consider what God gave to us
in the baby that we have come to
know as the Christ-child, we too
consider the gifts we give to one
another. For many years now the
people of the United States have
outdone themselves by spending
more and more each year on our
families, our friends, and ourselves
as we celebrate Christmas.
Unfortunately, it seems that we are
giving less and less to those in real
need. It’s a terrible trend and its
consequences are disastrous and
deadly for the poorest among us.

This year, as you celebrate and give
wonderful presents, consider supporting
someone in need. There are many ways in
which you can accomplish this joyful
response to the gift of God’s presence in
your life. Give to the local food shelves,
give to Churches United, give to that
family down the street that you know is
struggling to make ends meet, and give to
your church and we will give your gift to
someone in need.

Sure, we all want our loved ones to have
the very best. We want them to have the
latest “just gotta have it” because we love
to see the joy on their faces when they
receive such a gift from us. But imagine
instead, the joy that all of you will feel in

your hearts knowing that you gave to

someone in need of the real “just gotta
have it” things of this world —food,
shelter, warmth, and love.

For as we acknowledge our need of Jesus,
God’s greatest gift to the world, we also
remember those around us who are very
much in need of our love and support. At
this Christmastime, remember the poor,
the lonely, and those who go without—
and give to them. When you do, you will
understand the true meaning of
Christmas and the true measure of the
gift God gave to us in Jesus Christ.

thudding sound — and then another —
and another. At first he thought
someone must be throwing snowballs
against his living room window. But
when he went to the front door to
investigate, he found a flock of birds
huddled miserably in the snow. They
had been caught in the storm and in a
desperate search for shelter were trying
to fly through his landscaped window.
Well, he couldn’t let the creatures lie
there and freeze so he remembered his
bard where the children stabled his
ponies. That would provide a warm
shelter if he could direct the birds in that direction. Quickly he put on a coat and boots. He
tramped through the deepening snow to the barn. He opened the doors wide and turned on a
light. But the birds did not come in.

He figured food would entice them in so he hurried back to the house and fetched some bread
crumbs and sprinkled these on the snow making a trail to the yellow, lighted, wide-open
doorway of the stable. But to his dismay, the birds ignored the bread crumbs and continued to
flop around helplessly in the snow. He tried catching them, but that didn’t work. He tried
shooing them into the barn by walking around them and waving his arms. Instead, they
scattered in every direction except to the warm lighted barn. And then he realized that they
were afraid of him. “To them,” he reasoned, “I am a strange and terrifying creature. If only I
could think of some way to let them know the truth. To let them know that they can trust me.
That I am not going to hurt them, but to help them.” But how? Any move he made tended to
frighten them, confuse them. They just would not follow — they would not be led or shooed
because they feared him.

“If only I could be a bird myself,” he thought. “If only I could be a bird for a little while, and
mingle with them and speak their language, and tell them not to be afraid, and show --- show
them the way to the safe warm barn — but I would have to be one of them so they could see and
hear and understand. At that moment, in the distance, the church bell began to ring, the sound
reached his ears above the sounds of the wind. He stood there listening to the tolling bells —
adeste fidelis — O Come All Ye Faithful — listening to the bells pealing glad tidings of
Christmas — and he sank to his knees in the snow.

During these days of December, Come All Ye Faithful, to Jesus who is fully human
and yet in him resides the Divine.
