September —School Kits

potential. School Kits contain essential supplies to help
children continue learning despite the hardships they face.

Supplies Needed for Kits

(Donate a few supplies or put together a whole kit yourself!
Supplies and completed kits may be put in the collection
basket at the back of the Sanctuary)

Four 70-sheet notebooks (8x10 1/2)
One blunt safety scissor
One ruler (metric & standard)

Five unsharpened pencils with erasers —secure together
with a rubber band

One pencil sharpener
One box of 16 or 24 crayons
One 2.5 inch eraser

Five ballpoint pens (no gel ink) - secure together with a
rubber band

One 14x17 sturdy drawstring backpack-style cloth bag
with shoulder straps

BeFriender Ministry

A Listening Presence

BeFriender Ministry has been active in
Our Savior's since 2009; that's two years,
many hours, and many visits by
dedicated, trained, commissioned lay
ministers. As with all ministries and
programs, OSLC BeFriender Ministry has
undergone changes over the past two
years: changes in leadership,
membership, and in those being
befriended. While some readers are
familiar with the ministry, others may be
reading or hearing about it for the first
time. This and future articles will provide
information about the ministry in general
and OSLC BeFriender Ministry in
particular.

What do BeFrienders do?

BeFrienders are trained lay
volunteers who provide pastoral care
to people in difficult and transitional
situations, such as illness, loneliness,
or loss of a loved one. They embody
the caring presence of God and of
this faith community, Our Savior's
Lutheran Church.

BeFrienders accept people as they are
and listen with compassion. Through
spiritual and emotional care,
BeFrienders allow those they
befriend to make their own decisions.

The BeFriender's role is to care, not
cure. The skills BeFrienders learn in
training allow them to respond to

any pastoral care need with
confidence that they can provide a
nonjudgmental and compassionate
listening presence.

In other words: A BeFriender
Minister is a companion on the
journey through life's transitions.
Through nonjudgmental presence,
and compassion, Befrienders bring
with them the presence of God and
the community.

BeFriender Ministry brochures can
be found in each narthex and in the
church office. The brochure gives
information about the ministry and
has a referral form.
